We are
excited to provide you the option to lease or purchase a laptop through this program. The laptop
program offers a variety of opportunities designed to meet the technological needs of our students,
while allowing them both school and home access to the district!s technology resources.

We hope that by introducing the power and mobility of a laptop we will change how and when
students learn. Please keep in mind that participation in this program is optional and students are not
required to have their own laptops. Furthermore, there is no academic disadvantage for those
students who do not participate in this program. The school is well equipped with computer labs and
mobile laptop carts for students who do not have their own laptop. However, with that said, a laptop
does allow for portability of school work between school and home, including one!s own bookmarks
for research, papers, projects, etc. The laptop can also be a great organizational tool for some
students.

Use of laptops in classrooms vary by teacher and content area, but most, if not all, students are doing
computer based research and word processing for paper submission. To enhance and grow the use
of technology in support of curricular goals, Hampshire Regional is committed to providing
professional development opportunities for teachers in support of technology use for instructional
purposes.

Participants in the program will receive a new, industry standard, Intel based Apple laptop computer.
All laptops come fully loaded with various software packages, including educational software used by
HRHS teachers and students. The addition of these software applications on all leased laptops
provides a tremendous savings (approx. $400-500 retail value) for families, as well as a laptop that is
fully functional with all the school!s classroom activities and homework assignments.

In addition to the software, the laptop is repaired and maintained by HRHS technicians, fully insured
(with deductible) for fire, theft, etc., and all units come with a 3 year comprehensive warranty. Again,
this is a tremendous savings for families.

The leasing agent for our program is provided for by MASS 1to 1, a non-profit entity set up to support
school laptop leasing initiatives throughout the state of Massachusetts. We are very excited about
this partnership and look forward to the benefits they will be able to provide for our families.

This information packet will guide you through the essential steps needed to participation in the
program.

ABOUT THE PROGRAM
Overview:

As a Parent, guardian, student or staff member in the Hampshire Regional School District, you have
the option to lease or purchase an industry-standard Intel Apple MacBook laptop for your use.
Students and families that purchase outright will own the laptop, with all warranty service managed
through MASS 1tol. For families that choose to lease, you will be provided with a laptop and a
monthly payment schedule. The laptop will remain the property of Mass 1 to 1 until the end of the
lease. At the end of a 3 year lease families will have the option to purchase the laptop for $1.00. *If a
lessee leaves HRHS for any reason other than graduation, we will offer you the option to purchase
the laptop for the remaining value of the lease, or it must be returned to the laptop program director in
full working condition. (*penalties may apply, see the section entitled Laptop Transfer of Ownership
and Graduation below.)

Model:

We are able to offer you a Apple MacBook 130 CBRW/DVD-RW laptop. Please note, these laptops
are not the new OsilverO MacBooks, but the same ones welve leased in the past. Please refer to the
model specification sheet below for complete configuration and cost details, including a list of installed
software.

A case is included with the purchase or lease of a laptop. This case has been specifically selected
for the quality, size and superior protection that it will provide to the laptop. We are strongly
encouraging all students to use this case on a daily basis to protect their laptop.

In addition, all laptops are repaired and maintained by HRHS technicians, fully insured (with
deductible) for fire, theft, etc., and all units come with a 3 year comprehensive warranty.

Again, we feel this laptop package provides a tremendous value. In addition, it is also the fully
compatible with the laptops and other computers we use in our school. We encourage families to
consider this when they select the laptop their students will use.

Student Agreement:

As with all other aspects of school life, there are rules and policies that govern computer usage. The
district has a comprehensive Acceptable Use Policy, which can be found in the Student Family
Handbook. In addition to the Acceptable Use Policy, all students with laptops twill also be governed
by the school!s Laptop Agreement. Copies of the Acceptable Use Policy and Laptop Agreement will
be provided to students and parents at the October 5™ and 8" Information & Sign-up Nights.

Each student is responsible for the care of his or her computer. MASS 1to1 will carry insurance for
each leased laptop, however there is a $100 per incident deductible, which the student is required to
pay prior to having the laptop repaired. The laptop is the property of MASS 1tol until the lease
payments have been completed; therefore students MAY NOT deface the laptop in any way during
the lease period (i.e. B no stickers or coloring the outside of the unit.) The computer must be kept in
full working condition and if necessary repaired through the authorized repair program. Students and
families purchasing their laptops outright may obtain an accidental insurance policy (see specs).



Fee Specifications and Included Iltems:

We have negotiated, on your behalf, with the vendor and have reserved a number of laptops. We
must commit to a final number by October 15, 2009. Your commitment will either be a direct
purchase with a one time full payment or a multiyear lease based on the model you choose. For this
fee you will receive:

¥ A new laptop with software configured to utilize our wireless network and other district network
resources.

¥ Full use of the laptop, including all vacation breaks (aside from a one-week annual update), for
a period of 36 months.

¥ Full theft and accidental insurance with a $100 deductible per incident.. (Optional for those that
purchase outright)

¥ Full service and a 3-year manufacturer warranty on laptops.

¥ Loaner laptops available for students if repairs can not be made within 5 days (Note: Only a
limited amount of loaners are available on a first come, first serve basis.)

¥ In school support (generally 7:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. Monday through Friday)

Early Termination of Lease:

In the event that a participant does not fulfill the full term of the lease obligation and returns the laptop the
lessee will be penalized as follows:

Return Period Lessee Payment Penalty
Returned during Year 1 6 months of future payments
Returned during Year 2 50% Total Lease Value
Returned during Year 3 Not eligible for return

If your account is more than 3 months in arrears the unit will be taken back into the custody of
Mass 1tol. The Lessee will have 30 days to make the account current, if the account is not made
current at the end of 30 days the laptop will be not be returned to the lessee and the lease contract
will be terminated and penalties will apply (see above).

Financial Assistance:

We have created a discount program for up to 25 students whose families qualify for the national
school lunch program. Under this program any student that qualifies for free lunch will receive a 25%
discount on a 3-year laptop lease. Similarly, students that qualify for reduced lunch will receive a 15%
discount on a laptop lease.

Subject Specific Requirements:

Students enrolled in specialized classes may require specialized software. When situations like this
arise the district will address these cases individually with families in an attempt to accommodate the
installation of such applications.

Confirmation of Participation:

Once Mass 1to 1 receives your completed packet and payment, you will receive a confirmation of the
laptop you have selected, optional accessories and terms of payment. For those of you leasing, you
will receive your lease schedule. You will also receive information about the dates of the
distribution/orientation sessions.

Laptop Distribution:

The laptop distribution will be scheduled for early November. You must attend the orientation
sessions to pick up your laptop. The distribution process includes training and orientation so please
allow at least 2 hours for this session. During the orientation we will cover lease and warranty
information, basic features and functions and how to get connected to the HRHS network. We will
also have time set aside for a question and answer period.

Laptop Transfer of Ownership and Graduation:

If you are leasing a laptop, the laptop can be purchased for $1.00 when the 36-month lease ends.
However, if you return the laptop after the 36-month lease, it must be in full working order, with all the
accessories and components. Any damage will be the responsibility of the student and their family.

Students leaving for any reason will have the option to purchase the laptop for the remaining value of
the lease, or to return their laptop in full working condition. Any family that returns a laptop will lose
any down payments and penalties will apply.

Please refer to the section entitled “Early Termination of Lease” (above) for applicable
penalties.
